The All Clear has not been given due to the number of areas still underwater and/or inaccessible.

There are conflicting reports of the numbers of missing and dead.  The CIRC cannot confirm any numbers at this time.

DAMAGE REPORTS

The West Bay area of Grand Cayman has suffered about 90% damage.  The sewerage system has collapsed, and there is sewage in the flood waters that have not yet subsided.

The Eastern District has been cut off.  This is because the Ocean Club Condos have been pushed into the road.

The Bodden Town Civic Centre, a designated shelter collapsed at the height of the hurricane.  The destabilization was noted by the shelter occupants and reported.  They were evacuated during the height of the storm in 155mph winds.  It is not known if this was acheived with out mishap.

The yacht club has been significantly damaged.

CRITICAL FACILITIES

The status of the hospital is not known.  Some 2000 people are now located in the Health Services compound (the public multi service medical facility).  It is not known how many of them are there for medical treatment or merely for shelter.

The airport is completely flooded. 

The status of the dock and seaport facilities is not known.  However, the Waterfront area is under water.

COMMUNICATIONS

No radio stations are operating at this time.

SECURITY

Minimal looting has been reported.  

RC Headquarters:

Building is intact.  Flood waters reached above the level of the ground floor windows.  However, thanks to the sacrifice of the thrift shop inventory, only two inches of water were experienced in the building.

RC VEHICLES.

The RC vehicle has been squeezed between two trucks.  Its operating status is not known at the moment.

The mobile command centre has been overturned by flood waters and is now located behind the emergency supply container located on the compound.

RC EMERGENCY SUPPLIES

The emergency supply container located on the RC compound was also inundated by flood waters.

It is anticipated that similar occurances took place throughout the island and on Little Cayman and Cayman Brac.

RC OPERATIONS

As is the stipulated agreement with the National Hurricane Committee, the CIRC shelter was the first opened when the Hurricane Warning was declared.  They operated at twice their capacity during the height of the storm sheltering a maximum of 140 persons.

They received (and responded where possible) rescue reports throughout the night, and throughout the passage of Ivan.
